Following
the service, we mourn for the martyrs of our people on this day reciting
special prayers called Kinot. This special section will be introduced and led
by Cantor Weiss.

A special early Mincha Service will be held at 2:30 pm on Tuesday
afternoon. During the Mincha Service, Talit and Tefillin are worn, signifying
the waning of the intense sorrow of the day.

Please join us for the observance of this significant day in the calendar, so
that we may make real the words of our Sages, who taught that “...those
who mourn the destruction of Jerusalem will one day be granted the merit to
see its glorious redemption.”
